Dear Parents/Guardians,

We have been informed by the NASUWT, NUT and ATL that they will be taking industrial action in the form of a strike on 30 November 2011. This action is not against King Edward VI Handsworth School for itself but is part of national industrial action organised by these trade unions about changes to the pensions schemes of their members.

There is no requirement on unions to inform us of which members of staff will take action, and it may be that they will not know themselves as there is no obligation on members of unions to obey a strike call. Neither the Governing Body, nor the Headmistress, is legally allowed to close the school ‘in sympathy’ with the strike and we will not do so. However, our main concern is the safety of our students.  The staff have indicated to me that a significant number will indeed be taking part in the industrial action. Consequently, I am writing to inform you that, King Edward VI Handsworth School will be closed to students in Years 7, 8, 9, 10, 12 and 13 on Wednesday 30th November.

Year 11 will attend school as normal to complete their mock examinations as per the published timetable.

I apologise for the disruption that this action will cause to you and your family. We must all hope that the issues over which the industrial action has arisen are resolved as soon as possible.
