Cheating in an internal

20 minute 
additional task to be completed during a lunchtime detention or at home. 

Cheating in an external         
assessment e.g. 

Coursework OR internal 
school exam 

Senior management and Head of Department will be involved. Possibility of not 
being entered for the exam for that subject. In extreme cases you could be disqual-
ified from all subjects. 

Caught with a mobile 
phone/other electrical 

item 

Item will be confiscated for a full 7 days including the weekend, and will NOT be 
returned at the end of each day. 

Failure to bring book to 
lesson. 

You will complete the work in your rough book, and copy up that night as an addi-
tional homework, to be shown to the teacher the next day.. 

Consistent failure to 
bring books/equipment 

to lesson. 

As above but in addition a 20 minute sanction will be completed during a lunchtime 
detention or at home, where you will design a system to have at home which will 
enable you to remember your books/equipment. 

ALL CONFISCATED ITEMS WILL BE TAKEN TO RECEPTION, WITH A DATE AND TIME THAT THEY ARE TO BE COL-
LECTED. THE TEACHER WHO CONFISCATES THE ITEM WILL INFORM YOU OF THE DATE AND TIME YOUR ITEM IS 

TO BE COLLECTED.
